75% of the bursary will be paid to the successful applicant at the beginning of the
project. The remainder will be paid two months before the end of the project on the
completion of a progress report, which should include images and outcomes to date or
planned. All applicants should have a UK bank account.

We will notify all applicants on the 15" June 2012 if their application has been
successful.
